Department of Agriculture, on the State level, in Florida we are operated through the land-grant university - 
the University of Florida and locally through Seminole County Board of County Commissioners.  

On a club level your child's 4-H experience will be directed by a club volunteer leader and on a county level 
by the Seminole County 4-H Coordinators, Shane Michael and Bridgete Alfonso. If you have any questions 
do not hesitate to give the 4-H Office a call and set up an appointment.
