SECTION 20. FEE RESOLUTIONS
20.39 PAIN MANAGEMENT CLINICS LICENSE FEES

A. PURPOSE. To establish fees necessary for examination and inspection of Pain
Management Clinics.
B. FEES.

(1) There shall be collected under this section an application fee and an
annual license fee for the licensing of Pain Management Clinics.

(@)  Application Fee $200.00
(b)  Annual License Fee $500.00

(2)  The non-refundable application fee shall be used to defray the costs of the
application review process by various offices and departments; provided, however, that
the fee shall be applied as a credit toward the annual license fee for licensing under
Chapter 186, Seminole County Code. The above described fees are declared regulatory
in nature, collected for the purpose of examination and inspection of Pain Management
Clinics. These regulatory fees are in addition to and not in lieu of fees for the Business
Tax Receipt imposed by the Seminole County Code or State law and other land
development or regulatory fees associated with general commercial activities and
locations.
