Intermediate

direction, and improve skill level through strengthening of the fundamentals learned in the
Beginner level.

Advanced

Emphasis will be on incorporating skills into playing situations. Topspin and slice will be
introduced. Drills and playing situations to include ball movement and control of varying ball
speeds with shot anticipation.

Strategy

« The strategy lessons are designed for the player who has successfully completed the
Development and Advanced levels and must have the recommendation of a Sylvan tennis
professional. Emphasis is on singles and doubles strategies and incorporates the Four (4) “F’s”:
Fundamentals, Footwork, Fitness, and Fun!! The one hour class combines strategy instruction
with practice and match play and includes structured drills and on court games to improve player
skills, tactics, and techniques.
