3) All volunteers MUST sign in prior to an event and read the hold harmless & Indemnification
Agreement attached to the sign in sheet.

4) Permit holder agrees that Seminole County Public Works Department may terminate this permit
at any time the permit holder does not comply with the permit conditions or at any time the
permit holder’s work is unsafe or causes a conflict with traffic. The Seminole County Roads -
Stormwater Division reserves the right to revise or discontinue this program at any time.
