Recognizing that there are drainage issues in this eastern area of Seminole County, Public Works commissioned a Basin Study of the contributing area draining to Lake Harney to fully evaluate drainage level of service, floodplains, and maintenance issues.  The results of this study were included in a report finalized in April 2021.

This study including looking in detail at several specific problem throughout the basin areas, including conceptualizing improvement measures for Whitcomb Drive.  

There have been three Public Meetings held related to this project, in June 2019 and February 2020 and August 2022, which many of you may have attended.   The later meeting provided details of the design if improvements proposed for the Whitcomb Drive corridor. 


Whitcomb Drive Area Flooding Impacts

(Hurricane Irma)

Whitcomb Drive has a history of flooding issues.  Most prominent was flooding associated with high stages in Lake Harney resulting from the aftermath of Hurricane Irma in 2018.  

These pictures from that time may be familiar to you.  During that period of high stages, many residents along Whitcomb Drive  had difficulty, or were unable to access their properties. 

At other times of heavy rainfall, the existing roadside ditches can become overwhelmed as stormwater runoff drains to the current outfall locations.

This slide shows the general corridor of focus for the Whitcomb Drive project.  The area warranting improvements, shown in red, was delineated from Lake Harney Drive in the north, to just south of Crossover Lane in the south.  

Drainage in this area from the adjacent properties is collected along the roadway, passes from the west side of the road to the east side at several cross drains, then works its way to one of 3 current outfall points to Lake Harney.  ****PRESS****    These 3 existing outfalls locations are circled in yellow.

Much of the roadside drainage and each of the 3 outfalls currently lie outside of the County’s right of way, making maintenance of the drainage system by County staff a challenge.  

The Basin Study results confirmed flooding for several design storms scenarios.

The conceptual improvements put forth in the basin study included raising the road profile throughout the corridor in order to make it less susceptible to storm events.  This includes raising the road on the order of 2 feet at its lowest location from about 7.1 feet to a minimum 9.1 feet. 

In addition, improvements to the cross drains under the road and roadside drainage along the sides of the roads are proposed in order to provide more effective conveyance and lower peak storm stages.   

The overall goal is to provide a 10 year – 24 hour design storm level of service, which means that the road should remain clear from flooding through that depth of storm.   

In order to provide adequate drainage for the raised road profile, additional right of way is necessary along the road to provide for the improved drainage conveyance.  

****PRESS****  It is noted that since the time of the Basin Study, the County has invested in acquisition of the parcel at the north end of Whitcomb Drive to additionally help improve drainage outfall conveyance.  


Flood Stage Improvements

To provide some context to the degree of flood reduction the proposed project is expected to provide, we are showing predicted storm stages on this slide.  

****PRESS****  In red are existing conditions peak storm stages predicted from the Basin Study for the 10 year, 25 year, and 100 year 24 hour design storm events. 

In green are stage that expected to result from the improvement project. 

On the left are typical stages for the west side of Whitcomb Drive, and on the right typical stages for the east side.   

As you can see, there is a significant reduction in stages for the proposed conditions, particular on the east side of the road.  

For the 10 year storm, the peak stage elevations are at least 1 foot below the shoulder elevation of 8.6 feet, which meets the target 10 year level of service.
